Dominicans Continue 800" Jubilee Celebration

With Evening Prayer for St. Dominic on August 8

Brother Minlib Dallh, O.P. — a scholar of Christian and Islam relations — will be the
featured preacher during Evening Prayer for St. Dominic at 7 p.m. on Monday, August 8,
2016 at Our Lady of Lourdes Parish (25 Boulevard N.E., Atlanta) as part of a yearlong
series honoring the Order of Preachers (aka “the Dominicans”). The service will also
